Vancouver – Ricky Wu, Co-Chair of the 2009 S.U.C.C.E.S.S. Walk with the Dragon, is 
proud to announce the annual S.U.C.C.E.S.S. Walk will take place on Sunday, July 19, 
2009 at Lumbermen’s Arch, Stanley Park. 
 
Organized by the S.U.C.C.E.S.S. Foundation, the 24th annual Walk with the Dragon is one 
of the largest community based fundraising events held in Vancouver’s scenic Stanley 
Park.  Each July over 13,000 people, including elected officials and corporate teams 
participate in the 7 km panoramic walk along the Stanley Park seawall.

The S.U.C.C.E.S.S. Dragon Idol returns for the third year as a prelude and companion 
event to raise the awareness of the Walk and to cultivate singing talents from the local 
communities.   
 
Riding on the success and popularity of the Dragon Idol, another prelude activity, Martial
